Welcome 

COVID19 

We have had a very busy and chaotic start to 
our week with two positive cases of COVID19 
in a Grade 6 classroom and Grade 5       
classroom. We have been fortunate that we 
havenôt had a confirmed case of covid until 
now and thank the school community for their 
diligence in following the schools procedures 
since they were implemented.   

A key part of our ability to keep parents up to 
date has been our use of Compass. If you 
havenôt got this app on your phone, it would 
be worthwhile to download it. Our office staff 
are only too happy to help you set it up. 

 

The current guidelines for positive COVID19 
cases in school are as follows: 

¶ A positive case now has to isolate for 10 
days and have a negative PCR test at day 9, 
before they can return to school. 

¶ An identified close contact has to have a 
PCR test and remain in isolation until they are 
notified of a negative result.  The parent must 
provide evidence to the school of a negative 
result. 

¶ Primary close contacts are those who have 
been in the same room for 2 hours or more 
with an infected person. 

 

School Management System 

Early in 2022 the school will be changing over 
from Compass to a product called 
Xuno.  Xuno provides a range of better      

customisations for the school than Compass. 
We will begin this change over in February 
next year.   

A key element of Xuno is its Student Mapping 
Module.  This will allow the school to better 
track student progress over their 7 years of 
primary schooling and better identify areas of 
need.  Many of the aspects you are currently 
familiar with in Compass, will be very similar in 
Xuno.
